whole school!

The values programme ‘Champions’ has been
provided in the hall after school on Thursdays. For
a trial next term we will run the programme for all
children who would like to attend during school
time.

Check out the Life Choices
programme :http://www.cecauckland.org.nz/lifeChoi
ces.html It has been widely taught in NZ state
schools for decades under the title ‘Bible in
Schools’ and has been developed by the 16 main
Christian denominations, including Catholic.

Why provide Champions to the whole school?

During the past 18 months it has proved to be very
popular amongst children and parents (70 to 80
children attending the weekly sessions and a



quarter of the school being enrolled at some stage).
The NZ Education Curriculum requires values to be
taught at school. Many values and institutions in NZ
have arisen out of a once widely-held Christian faith
and worldview. Of course it is very important to
respect and uphold the values and beliefs of everyone
in our school. The sessions will be gentle and
sensitive to all. The emphasis will be on values. First
up for Years 4 to 6 we will be exploring the golden rule
of treating others as we would like to be treated, using
a true story set in the 1830s of a young Maori girl
named Tarore.
